continuously for the last 36 
hours in Bhopal and it has 
rained more than 7.5 inches 
in the last 24 hours. 
The DEO issued orders for 
keeping schools closed on 
Monday after heavy rainfall 
flooded most of the roads 
across the state capital. 
The Halali river at Etkhedi 
swollen, disconnecting the 
Bhopal-Bairsia route. 
A storm is blowing at a speed 
of 32 km/hr. A young man 
died after a tree fell over him 

    and his bike, it is yet to be 
confirmed that deceased 
identified as Akbar of South 
TT Nagar was riding or 
standing below the tree near 
Taran Pushkar in Shivaju 
Nagar. 
More than 200 trees are 
reported to fall in the city. 
Heavy rains accompanied by 

storms have also affected 
telecom companies. On 
Monday morning, the mobile 
networks of many companies 
suddenly faded away leaving 
mobile phone users in trou- 
ble. 
According to the Department 
of Meteorology, the wind 
blew at a high speed during 

the night and in the morning.

Sunday,police have started 
search for accused who went 
absconding. 
According to the police, the vic- 
tim was sexually assaulted by the 
accused Abhisek Gupta in the 
name of marrying her and few 
days ago he refused to marry 
her. 
Based on the complaint, after 
preliminary investigation police 
have registered a case under sec- 
tion 376(2)(N), 190 and 506 of 
the IPC and started investiga- 
tion. 
The victim came into contact 
with the accused when she used 

to study for competition exam- 
inations, the two became friends 
and later developed relationship. 
In the complaint victim claimed 
that the accused developed rela- 
tionship with the victim on her 
birthday by providing finger 
ring and later offered her to 
marry and during the past one 
year he sexually assaulted and 
exploited her. 
Few months back when the 
victim started to pressurise for 
marrying the accused refused to 
marry her and started to avoid 
all kinds of communication 
with the victim. The victim 
lodged a complaint with the 
police. 
The details of the accused pro- 
vided by the victim would be 
checked and investigated. 
Police suspect that the accused 
had not provided correct details 
to the victim.

Director of Indospirit 
Sameer Mahendru along with 
other accused named in the FIR 
in connection with alleged excise 
policy scam case. 
The agency has already ques- 
tioned Hyderabad-based_busi- 
nessman and accused in the case 
Arun Ramachandra Pillai once 
while Mahendru is being ques- 
tioned again in connection with 
the case, officials said In its FIR, 
the CBI has mentioned two 
instances where Mahendru 
allegedly made payments to the 
tune of Rs 4-5 crore to “close 
associates" of Delhi Deputy Chief 
Minister Manish Sisodia, who is 
the prime accused in the 
case.Sisodia's "close associates"- 

Amit Arora, director of Buddy 
Retail Pvt. Limited, Gurugram, 
Dinesh Arora and Arjun Pandey 
- were “actively involved in man- 
aging and diverting the undue 
pecuniary advantage collected 
from liquor licencees" to the 
accused public servants, accord- 
ing to the FIR. 
The CBI has alleged that Radha 
Industries managed by Dinesh 
Arora received Rs 1 crore from 
Mahendru. “Source further 
revealed that Arun Ramchandra 
Pillai used to collect undue pecu- 
niary advantage from Sameer 
Mahendru for onward transmis- 
sion to the accused public ser- 
vants through Vijay Nair. 
A person named Arjun Pandey 
has once collected a huge cash 
amount of about Rs 2-4 crore 
from Sameer Mahendru on 
behalf of Vijay Nair," reads the 

FIR.Besides Sisodia, who also 
holds the excise portfolio in the 
Delhi government Cabinet, the 
CBI FIR has also named as 
accused then excise commis- 
sioner and IAS officer Arava 
Gopi Krishna, then Deputy 
Excise Commissioner Anand 
Kumar Tiwari, Assistant Excise 
Commissioner Pankaj Bhatnagar, 
nine private persons/business- 
men and two companies. 
The FIR was registered on a 
reference from the office of 
Lieutenant Governor V K 
Saxena routed through the 
Union Home Ministry. 
The agency has alleged that 
Sisodia and other accused 
public servants recommended 
and took decisions on the 
excise policy 2021-22 without 
the approval of competent 
authority.

Bidhuri said that that 
liquor shops were opened 
in those areas where they 
should not have been 

opened under the new 
excise policy, by going 
against the law. 
Bidhuri said that despite 
knowing the fact that they 
can not open shops in non 
conforming area, the 
Kejriwal government 
allowed liquor barrons to 
open shops. 
“The deputy chief minister 
also misled the Delhi 
assembly on this issue 
when he had asked a ques- 
tion in the House that 
whether the government 
has allowed to open shop 
in non conforming area. 
More than 300 liquor 
vends were opened illegal- 
ly and huge corruption 
was carried out behind 
this .” said Bidhuri adding 
that the Kejriwal govern- 
ment of Delhi took money 
from the liquor mafia and 

of Deputy CM 
by increasing the commis- 
sion; work was done to 
directly benefit the liquor 
mafia. 
The former union minister 
and MP Dr Harshvardhan 
said that the situation is 
that Kejriwal has no expla- 
nation for corruption done 
under new excise policy 
and hence when ques- 
tioned on excise policy he 
tries to sidetrack the issue 
by talking about education 
and health and pats his 
own back by getting paid 
news published in foreign 
media. 
Delhi BJP president

AAP govt issues point-by-point rebuttal to the Delhi chief secretary’s report

he AAP government 
sources on Monday 
issued a point-by- 

point rebuttal to the Delhi 
chief secretary's report flag- 
ging "violation of rules and 
procedural lapses" in the 
implementation of the 
Excise Policy 2021-22, 
amid a CBI probe into the 
matter. As per report, seven 

specific violations and laps- 
es, including waiver of 
license fee worth Rs 144.36 
crore of licensees due to the 
Covid pandemic, refund 
of Rs 30 crore earnest 
money deposit of a bidder 
for airport zone, reducing 
the number of dry days, 
and lack of coercive action 
on payment default have 
been raised.The sources 
also defended rebates 
allowed in the Excise Policy 
2021-22, saying the govern- 
ment had acted and capped 
discount to 25 per cent, 
when market distortions 
were feared due to hefty 
concessions offered by 
liquor vends. 
According to government 
sources, the Delhi govern- 
ment waived the licence fee 

as the licensees had 
approached court although 
there was no such specific 
provision for compensa- 
tion in the tendered docu- 
ment.The licensees had 
approached the govern- 
ment requesting waiver in 
the licence fee for the days 
of the lockdown that came 
soon after liquor shops 
opened from November 
17. The government initial- 
ly ignored their requests, 
sources claimed. 
“The licensees then 
approached the high court, 
which in its order on 
January 6, 2022 directed the 
government to dispose of 
the matter within a week. 
The Excise department had 
submitted to the Excise 
minister not to consider the 
waiver as there was no 
such provision for it in the 

tender document. The 
minister had asked the 
department to submit 
report if the licensees 
effected any sale on the 
days of COVID-19- 
induced restrictions,” 
sources said.“On the basis 
of Excise department calcu- 
lations, pro-rata licence fee 
waiver to each licensee was 
given separately. Further, 
actual waiver granted to the 
licensees as a whole was 
actually 24.02 per cent (not 
49.54 per cent) with indi- 
vidual relief varying from 
9.94 per cent to 41.01 per 
cent, totalling Rs 144.35 
crore, a source said.In the 
matter of refund of earnest 
money deposit (EMD) in 
the airport zone, the gov- 
ernment sources said "it is 
absolutely wrong to say 
that there was a loss of rev- 

enue because it obtained 
what was due." 
The EMD of the H1 bidder 
who failed to obtain the no 
objection certificate (NOC) 
from airport authorities 
was returned as per the pol- 
icy approved by the govern- 
ment, they claimed.The 
issue was placed before the 
Excise minister who direct- 
ed "in all fairness, EMD 
should be refunded if the 
applicant fails to obtain 
NOC from Airport 
Authorities within 30 days, 
since no licence is given by 
the department by that 
time," the sources said. 
The chief secretary in his 
report had cited that the 
Excise department revised 
the formula for calcula- 
tion of rates of foreign 
liquor and that both beer 
and foreign liquor were 

made cheaper for retail 
licensees which tantamount 
to extending “undue 
favour" to retail licensees. 
The sources said the Excise 
department had after 
approval of the Group of 
Ministers (GoM) and 
Cabinet changed import 
pass fees on beer and prof- 
it margin per unit for man- 
ufacturer of foreign 
liquor.The GoM had rec- 
ommended changing pre- 
vailing import fee of Rs 5 
per bulk litre to Rs 50 per 
case for IMFL and Rs 50 
per bottle of foreign 
liquor.In earlier Excise 
regime, beer was exempted 
from levy of import pass 
fee.Levy of import pass fee 
of Rs 50 per case, as recom- 
mended by the GoM, 
would have led to a sub- 
stantial hike in the whole- 

sale price of beer segment, 
the sources said. 
The profit margin in case of 
foreign liquor was added 
twice "inadvertently" as a 
result of this "double count- 
ing", the price of foreign 
liquor was causing an 
increase by a margin of 80- 
95 per cent of the wholesale 
price in 2019-20, they 
said.“Under old policy also, 
liquor vends were allowed 
in non-conforming areas. 
If the new Excise Policy 
also considered it as a pos- 
sibility, then it would be 
wrong to allege that this 
proposal was introduced 
without undertaking any 
due diligence," said the 
sources.
